We, the undersigned, representing Ukrainian Cultural Center in Tallinn, Congress of
Ukrainians in Estonia, Association of the Ukrainian Organizations in Estonia and would like to
reconfirm our support and consent to the joint nomination of Ukraine and Estonia “Pysanka-
Ukrainian tradition and art of decorating eggs” to be submitted to the Representative List of
Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity.

Our organizations prepared consent letters already in 2019 when the communities of two
countries started to draft the nomination. Unfortunately, the Covid-crisis followed by
Russia's unprovoked and unjustified military aggression against Ukraine did not allow the
nomination to be submitted.

The role of intangible heritage in emergency contexts is vital to give people a sense of
belonging and identity. About 60 000 war refugees who were forced to leave Ukraine have
found a temporary home in Estonia. As the Easter is upon us, the tradition of exchanging and
giving pysankas as presents is especially timely and relevant for Ukrainians everywhere. The
blessed pysankas stored at home are believed to save the house from fire and other evils.

Please find enclosed the copies of the consent letters submitted by us in 2019. All the
information is still accurate and we hope that it will be taken into account while evaluating
the joint nomination by Ukraine and Estonia.

Ukrainian societies in all the regions of the country organize masterclasses of Pysanka
decorating. They are especially popular during the time before Easter, but are also held during whole
year. These events are frequented by both Ukrainians and Estonians, as well as people of other
nationalities.

Art of Pysanka decorating is very important for the Ukrainians in Estonia and plays an important role
in their life as a part of Ukrainian culture. Ukrainian community of Estonia is involved in the process
of applying to UNESCO with the matters of Pysanka and gives its input into this process. Estonian
Ukrainians do a close cooperation with Ukraine also in matters pertaining the development of the art
of Pysanka decorating.

As the representatives of the Ukrainian community of Estonia, the leaders of its societies, which have
given their signatures, express their full content with nominating the Pysanka culture to the UNESCO
Representative List of the Intangible Cultural Heritage of Humanity.

Events held by the member societies of the Congress of Ukrainians of Estonia in 2019, where the art
of Pysanka decorating was shown:

Center of Ukrainian Culture:

March 15 — Master class “Ukrainian traditions” for the kindergarten group of 25 children
