Report on the utilization of the funds allocated for ‘other functions of the Committee’ 
as authorized by decision 5.COM 1.BUR 6
1. In its Decision 4.COM 12, the Committee set in place a mechanism for authorizing expenditures from the Intangible Cultural Heritage Fund allocated for ‘other functions of the Committee’. In paragraph 5 of that Decision, the Committee ‘delegates to its Bureau the authority to decide upon the utilization of the funds allocated under item 3 of the Plan, on the basis of specific proposals to be prepared by the Secretariat’. At its previous session on 27 November 2009, in its Decision 5.COM 1.BUR 6, the Bureau of the fifth session of the Committee authorized expenditures in the amount of US$61,976. Paragraph 4 of that decision requests the Secretariat to give a full financial report on the way the funds are spent on each project. The present document constitutes the report requested.

2. Funds were allocated by the Bureau for three purposes: 
a) Workshop for NGOs (US$20,000);
b) Publication of the Urgent Safeguarding List, Representative List and Register of programmes, projects and activities (US$30,000);
c) Compiling information on measures and methodologies used or to be used in the selected programmes, projects and activities (US$11,976).
3. Due to scheduling difficulties, it was not possible to confirm dates for the NGO workshop and execute a contract prior to the end of June 2010. The funds allocated for that purpose are included in the Plan for the use of the resources of the Intangible Cultural Heritage Fund that was adopted by the General Assembly in its third session (Resolution 3.GA 8). 
4. The Secretariat has now received a formal invitation from the Gabonese authorities and looks forward to finding a mutually agreeable time to organize an NGO workshop in 2011. Funds for that purpose are included within the spending plan that is the subject of Document ITH/10/5.COM 2 BUR/4.
5. The Annex to the present document provides a financial report on the funds spent for items 2.b and 2.c above.
